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Paul doesn’t consider his life (his very life) as more important

than obedience to Christ.

Paul’s calling was to share the gospel among the nations.  

Philosophy Point 1: Obedience to God is the single greatest

value of life.

From obedience, everything else in his life was derived.

Philosophy Point 2: Every relationship matters.

God puts people into our lives for us to share the Gospel.

Philosophy Point 3: The ministry of the church must never be

about or for ourselves but for others.

Paul’s life and ministry was focused on others.

Summary of Paul’s Philosophy: A life governed by obedience

to Christ produces courageous witness, humble leadership,

and sacrificial love for others.
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
